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GFEFCI Circuits — Wlty We Need Them

Even if all receptacles in your home are properly
grounded, it is still possible for someone to

get a serious, even lethal shock. This can

happen if you touch something grounded and
something charged, like a faucet and an appliance
that is energized. In the time it would take a
typical circuit breaker to trip in your panel,

a considerable amount of current could flow

through your body.

Ground Fault Circuit Interrupters, (GFCI’s

or GFTI’s) refer to outlets and circuits. They
typically come in the form of outlets but
sometimes on the circuit breaker itself. These
outlets are designed to be sensitive to the amount
of current flowing in each conductor. If there is
an imbalance or ‘fault’ in the circuit it can trip the

circuit much faster than a circuit breaker.

If you do not have GFClI-protected outlets at
kitchens, baths and exteriors we recommend
you add them. They are easy to add to existing
circuits and often involve simply replacing
certain outlets. This simple and inexpensive
upgrade will add safety to your home and could

even save your life someday.
